Portfolio and Pacing Information

Writing Chart/ and Writing Portfolio
· Each grade is responsible to collect their grades writing samples (as listed on the Writing Chart) each year and place in the Writing Folder.

· For each required writing piece

· the rubric
· work that shows pre writing, revising and editing

· the finished piece of the writing sample (published) 
· all of this should be clipped together and put in the writing folder

· At the end of the year staple each grade’s writing samples together. Use the record sheet for a cover sheet for each child’s packet. It is placed in the child’s portfolio that will be sent to the next grade.

Math Portfolios
· Each child should have a folder with the Problem Solving Strategies stapled to them 
· and an example of problem solving once a quarter (dated)

· These would be stapled together at the end of the year and the date and grade on the front

· These are samples of students’ following the steps

· Problem solving needs to be done once a week.
Math Priority Topics
· The math coordinator should send this around at least every quarter so teachers can mark when they have taught the topics on the priority list
· The coordinator(s) and the principal should review this and discuss any concerns
Reading Portfolios
· The front cover of the Reading Test

· Social Studies teachers from grades K-8 should check off as they teach a topic. At the end of the year, this should be signed by the teacher and initialed by the principal. This is collected at the end of the year. These are then given out to teachers of the next grade.
